6. Wait about 20 min for recovery process, then
choose (4), Quit recovery utility and reboot. (Refer to above figure.)

7. Repeat step 1 ~ 4 to set “First Boot Device” as “HDD-0" (and reboot
XP-8000).

The XP-8000 will set itself default when the first reboot after recovery
procedure. It needs about 8 min.

8. Follow the reboot request and then the XP-8000 recovery is completed.
